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Rowers in epic  450-mile trip
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SIX rowers will set off next
week on the first open boat
polar expedition since Ernest

Shackleton’s famous 1896 trip.

Adventurer Jock Wishart and his
crew plan to go where no craft has
gone before by making the 450 miles
to the Magnetic North Pole.

The expedition is to highlight the
dramatic effect of climate change.

1t is only possible because of the
melting ice in the Arctic.

Veteran explorer Jock said: “It is
probably the greatest ocean row of

all time. It is not often you get a
chance to make history.”

The team will set off in their boat
The Old Pulteney from Resolute Bay,
an Arctic waterway in the Canadian
Qikigtaaluk region.

Rowing up to 60 miles a day in
biting winds, they aim to complete
the trip before the winter begins to
freeze the ice in September.

Jock, of Kingston-upon-Thames,
London, was part of the first unsup-
ported team to trek to the North
Geomagnetic pole. He has also rowed
the Atlantic and been world champ
in different yachting classes.

His crew are Mark Beaumont,
Robert Sleep, David Mans, Billy
Gammon and Mark Delstanche. They
arrive in Resolute Bay on Monday
and set off three days later.
